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VI.
WATER SOURCES

This chapter identifies the sources of raw water in the planning unit and evaluates the ability of various sources to meet existing and projected water demands.

The water supply planning regulations require that the amount of water available at the intake under normal and drought conditions be estimated. Water withdrawal permitting program criteria are to be applied to determine water available from stream sources.

Available Water During Normal Conditions

Water withdrawal permitting program criteria allow up to 10 percent of available water under normal conditions to be withdrawn. "Available" water under normal conditions is defined as 10 percent of the average flow during the month of lowest average monthly flow (typically September or October).

Available Water During Low-Flow Conditions

Water withdrawal regulations (and most withdrawal permits) state that withdrawals must be reduced when flows approach the 7-day, 10-year (7Q10)1 low flow level to protect aquatic life. When 7Q10 flows are experienced for four consecutive days, withdrawals must cease. This minimum stream flow requirement can be waived by the regulatory authority in the case of a governor's declaration of a "water emergency" as occurred in 1988.
